Assistants help teachers with English lessons,
serve as resource persons in conversation groups, and facilitate English-language clubs.

ELIGIBILITY

Citizenship: Must be a U.S. citizen or permanent
resident. French nationals and French-American
dual citizens are not eligible to apply.

Age: Must be between 20 and 30 years old on
October 1, 2014.

Education: Must have completed at least 3 years
of higher education by October 1, 2014.

Language Skills: Must be a native English speaker
with a proficiency in French. Candidates without
a major or minor in French may apply if they have
developed at least a basic proficiency in French
(~3 college semesters) and/or if they have lived
abroad in a Francophone country.

JOB CONDITIONS

Teaching Level: Elementary or Secondary School.
Program Dates: October 1, 2014 - April 30, 2015

Hours: Assistants teach for a total of 12 classroom
hours per week in up to 3 schools.

Compensation: Salary of €790 net per month.
Health insurance provided through the French
Sécurité sociale. No additional support for travel
to France or for dependents.

Housing: Assistants are responsible for making
their own housing arrangements. Housing
advice may be provided by schools and program
administration.
